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Specifically.

9 Native shrubs for:

- Cover for song birds and other ground dwelling
animals.

- Many native shrub species produce fruit which Is
eaten by song birds, grouse, and deer.

9 Balsam fir and White spruce for:

- Winter thermal cover from the wind; especially
deer.

- Limbs close to the ground for cover; specifically
grouse, and other ground dwelling animals.

- Nesting for songbirds.

9"Red oak and bur oak acorns as one of the preferread
source of deer and bear food.
