Minnesota Statutes Section 103B.3361 to 103B.3369 (1990) establishes a Local Water Resources Protection and Management Program. Itasca County has adopted an approved Comprehensive Local Water Plan covering more than 50 percent of Itasca County land area. The Itasca County Board of Commissioners established a Water Plan Implementation Committee (WPIC) to oversee implementation of the Itasca County Comprehensive Local Water Management Plan.

WPIC meets as-necessary to oversee and regulate the progress of implementing the Itasca County Water Plan and to report  annually to the Itasca County Board.  WPIC is the organized body through which implementation is locally monitored and formally replaces the locally developed Water Planning Task Force created to assist in developing the plan.

The Itasca County WPIC is made up of 12 members, one member each from:

Itasca County Lake Coalition,


Itasca Township Association,

Itasca County Resort and Tourism Association,


Itasca County Soil and Water Conservation District,


Itasca Planning Commission,


Itasca County conservation groups (such as the Izaak Walton League and  



Audubon Society) and, one  delegate from each of the five Itasca County
Commissioners .

Members are appointed by each representative group and approved by the Itasca County Board for four (4) year terms.  Members are eligible for reappointment by representative appointing bodies.  No limit is placed on number of terms.

WPIC generally meets on the  second Tuesday of the  designated months at 9:30 a.m. in the Itasca Soil and Water Conservation District conference room, time and place may be changed as called by the Chair, with a minimum of six meetings per year. Meeting dates, times and location will be posted at: itascaswcd.org at least 14 days prior to meeting. Approved meeting minutes will also be posted to this website. The meetings are open to the public.   An annual reports will be made to the Itasca County Board regarding progress and issues. 

WPIC follows Roberts Rules of Order and elects, from among its ranks, a chair, vice chair and secretary.

WPIC members receive reimbursement for mileage at the IRS approved  rate , and approved expenses for committee-related business as well as per diem as established by SWCD Board.  Expenses are to be submitted quarterly.

Agenda items are generated by WPIC, the Soil and Water Conservation District, the Itasca County Board, or may be submitted by the public.
